The Citizens Police Academy is a ten week/35

hour course designed to give West St. Paul and
Mendota Heights citizens a working knowledge of
the operations and responsibilities of the West
St. Paul and Mendota Heights Police. The ultimate
goal is providing citizen participants with in-depth
information and insight needed to build trust and
increase positive interaction between police and
the community.

WHO MAY ATTEND THE
ACADEMY?

Any person who is at least 18 years old and

either lives or owns a business in West St. Paul or
Mendota Heights can apply. All eligible applicants
will be screened by conducting a criminal

history check (a prior criminal conviction will not
automatically disqualify an applicant). For safety
reasons, we reserve the right to deny participation
in any activity. The police academy includes
physical and sensory activity including strobe lights,
loud sounds, use of weapons, etc.

HOW IS THE (LAS)
CONDUCTED?

Students meet one night each week from 6:00pm
to 9:30pm for ten weeks. Snacks and beverages
are provided. Participants receive instruction
from police officers and other criminal justice
professionals.

IS THERE A FEE?

No. The academy is free to persons who either
live or own a business in West St. Paul, Mendota
Heights, Lilydale, Mendota, or Sunfish Lake.
